REPORT FROM SUPERINTENDENT:  

Mr. Cloney welcomed new CBO David Flores to the District.  He reported that the water line project repair project has started at SHS, the turf field repairs are underway at FHS and SHS and maintenance staff is working on routine summer upkeep items at all of the sites.  
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS AND LIAISON REPORTS:
Trustee Schreder wants to make sure that the school sites are following through in providing pertinent and contact information on their respective websites and reader boards during the time when the school offices are closed in the summer.  Mr. Cloney noted that the Principals have been following up on this request from Trustee Schreder, making sure that their websites, phone messages and reader boards are providing up-to-date information. The school offices will re-open on August 2nd. The first student orientation is scheduled for August 4th, so students and parents will have time to obtain and complete all necessary forms. 

Trustee Schreder shared her appreciation that Jim Cloney, Kyle Turner and the Site Principals will be attending an AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination) Conference later this month.  Mr. Cloney noted that the scheduling piece had been an issue in the past, but he is hoping to work through that at this time.

Trustee Haase reported on his attendance, as the SUHSD Liaison, at the Shasta Secondary Home School Board meeting in June.   The charter school has a succession plan in place for Director Lynn Peebles, who will be retiring at the end of the 2010-11 school year.  Mr. Peebles’ assistant, Ben Claassen, will be taking his place.  Trustee Haase enjoyed attending three of this year’s graduation ceremonies in June.
Trustee Schwerdt attended the NSIHS graduation this year. 

DISCUSSION:

Quarterly Project Update: Trustee Schreder requested that budget information for all of the projects be included in the quarterly update if the amount has been previously discussed and committed to by the Board.  This information is a meaningful part of the report.  
Board Action Report: Trustee Schreder suggested identifying all agenda items that come before the Board more than once per year (as #1 of 2, etc).
Lease Agreement with Redding School of the Arts for 2010-11:  Mr. Cloney reviewed that the dollar amount and number of classrooms has changed slightly; RSA will occupy one less classroom in 2010-11.

Board Self-Evaluation for 2010-11: This item was tabled to the August 13, 2010 Board meeting, as not all Trustees were present for review and discussion.  
2009-10 End-of-Year District Department Chair Reports:  Mr. Turner commended the Department Chairs on their reports. He explained that the report format had not changed since last year, however one additional item was included in this year’s reports to address the steps each department has taken to align with the goals of the District’s Strategic Plan.  
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End-of-Year District Department Chair Reports (cont’d): 
The Trustees were very appreciative of the reports and asked that their appreciation be relayed to the Department Chairs.

Trustee Schreder is concerned about the Department Chairs’ possible perceptions regarding the recent budget cuts and suggested that the Board discuss some of the common themes in the reports (i.e., Datawise, dual enrollment) at the Board’s fall study session. In addition, she suggested having the Department Chairs present a mid-year report to the Board.     
Carpet Replacement (SHS, PHS and SLC: The contract was awarded to Intermountain Floors of Burney, CA, in the base bid amount of $34,187.40.
Annual Review – District’s Uniform Complaint & Non-Discrimination Policies: Mr. Cloney reported no changes are necessary; the District’s policies are in full compliance.   
Declaration of Need for Fully Qualified Educators for 2010-11: Mr. Cloney explained this is an annual form submitted to the Commission on Teacher Credentialing as a precautionary measure, should the need arise to hire teachers in need of an Emergency CLAD Permit or a Limited Assignment Permit for the next school year.
